Staying at the manor is much like stepping back 200 years in time.  No cell phone service, TV, or computer connections. 
(There is a land line phone with unlimited local and domestic long distance.)  It is on 450 hilly acres of Classified Forest and
creek bottom farmland that you will want to explore.  A mile-long hike leads to the Indian-Kentuck Creek where you can go
fishing, swimming, or fossil hunting.  Although it is less than 30 years old, the construction, architectural details, and
materials would date the manor as late 18th Century.  The builder combined the salvaged timbers from 3 Kentucky log
cabins to create this elegant log home, authentic to the late 18th Century.  It is furnished with antiques that are usable,
functional, comfortable, and not untouchable.  Well behaved children and pets are welcome.

The manor sleeps up to 9 in 4 bedrooms.  All linens, towels, cookware, dishes, silverware, and a washer and dryer are
provided.

(Because of
the steep terrain, a septic system could not be installed.)  Lavita's Amish friends have built commodes with chamberpots for
each of the bedrooms, so no one has to descend the stairs in the night.
